From
this hotline you may be referred to an applicable medical facility. Make
this call before seeking testing or treatment at a medical facility.
Additionally, please be sure to record your temperature and other

symptoms before requesting a referral or going for a screening/testing.

Covid-19 Case Hotlines

These hotlines are only open for use by those who suspect that they have
caught covid-19. This is limited to those who meet either of the following
standards:

1. If you have experienced flu like symptoms and have run a temperature of
over 37.5° C for more than 4 days (including those who have been taking
fever medications in the same period).

2. If you are experiencing intense fatigue, and/or difficulty breathing.

*The elderly and those with pre-existing conditions should only wait 2 days
to contact a hotline.
